
The United States Embassy, Nassau, is constantly seeking ways to improve customer service to non-immigrant visa applicants.  A new customer service tool is now available – the electronic application form.


Use of the electronic form eliminates the need to obtain a paper application from the Embassy.  The electronic form can be accessed, filled out, and printed from a home computer or from a computer at an internet café.  (Many internet cafes will assist with data entry for a small charge.)  Use of the electronic form will eliminate time spent at the Embassy waiting for data entry prior to the non-immigrant visa interview.


The address for the electronic form is http://evisaforms.state.gov.  The Embassy recommends using the version of the “DS 156 Nonimmigrant Visa Application.”  Remember, this is a form that needs to be printed and brought to the Embassy.  Print all three pages because the third page has a barcode that the Embassy will scan electronically to retrieve your passport information.
