ENTRY REQUIREMENTS

U.S. citizens traveling to The Bahamas must prove their citizenship by presenting ONE of the following three documents:

1.  U.S. Passport (current or expired less than five years)

2.  Official Birth Certificate (government-issued original or court-certified copy) + Government-Issued Photo ID (driver's license, etc.).  (Persons under 16 years old require only a birth certificate; if they are traveling alone, however, they will need a Parental Letter of Consent.)

3.  Original Naturalization/Citizenship Certificate + Photo ID.

U.S. citizens must also show a return or onward ticket plus proof of funds to support their visit.  For stays of less than 30 days, U.S. citizens do not need a visa.
