How Do I Renew My Visa?

If you reside in The Bahamas and if your previous U.S. visa has expired within the last year, you do not need to come in person to the Embassy for a B1, B2, B1/B2, D or C1/D visa.  All over visa renewal require a personal appearance.  In all cases, the following documentation is required.

· An application fee (one per application)

· Reciprocity fee (if applicable)

· A visa application form (DS-156) for each applicant.

· A DS-157 application for all males between 16 and 45 and all applicants born in or citizens of Iran, North Korea, Cuba, Soudan, Syria and Libya.

· A valid passport, generally valid for a minimum of 6 months after the expected date of entry into the U.S. (exceptions apply)

· One recent photograph.

· Original notice of action or approved petition from INS (I-797 or I-129)

· Additional documents for Blanket L visas: Form I-797 C (a photocopy is accepted ) Form I-129-S – a resume, copy of diplomas.
